tions.

DESIGN CONSIDERATION

In order to prevent thermal bridging or in-
ternal condensation ensure adequate provi-
sion of insulation (mineral wool or similar)
within the joint prior to sealing.

Always follow local construction and fire regu-
lations.

Design details need to be determined by the
responsible engineer and building physicist.

METHOD OF APPLICATION

Surface preparation

Prior the bonding process ensure that sub-
strates are sound, clean, dry, free from dust,
grease, oil and loose particles.

Application

Apply SikaBond® TF plus N adhesive to the
corresponding structure or components
(nozzle diameter approx. 8 mm).

By using a clean spatula, spread the adhesive
bead to approx. 4 - 5 cm width and 1 mm
thickness.

Install the SikaMembran® Eco Out sheet ten-
sion-free and in a way that movement of the
connected building parts can be accommod-
ated without damaging the membrane. Press
the membrane sheet on the adhesive by a
plastic roller. The membrane must be fully
bonded over a width of 4 cm. Where overlaps
are required ensure at least an overlap of 5
cm.

The membrane might be re-adjusted during a
period of 30 minutes after installation.
